The develoPed

countries to-day after leaving the

hope of wining the world through

nuclearweapons are now trYing to

win the world with the helP of

W.T"O. and globalisation of the

world economy. So far as lndias

case is concerned, manY of its
develoPed states have started
giving more imPortance on

iorn*"t." education. According to

UniversitY Grant Commission,
there has been 60% increase in

students enrolment in commerce

facultY as compared to science and

art faiuttY in the last one decade'

lf we see the history, it is
found that commerce education

was started in Madras (PresentlY

Chennai) in 1886 and the then

govt. established c-or1merc:
Ichool in Kerala in 1915' Although

the classes of commerce
education was started in

PresidencY College in 1903, in

@
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reality commerce faculty for higher
education was oPened in
SYDENHAM COLLEGE OF
COMMERCE AND ECONOMICS
under BombaY UniversitY. ln 1930

some colleges and universisties in

lndia started commerce in their
classes but it was not assigned a
separate facultY status for maY

years. The committee set uP for
studying the various asPects of

commerce education i.e. V.K.R.V.

Rao Committee had identified
commerce as a separate branch of

education and there after it was

assigned a distinct faculty status.
The Education DePartment

in our country comes under the
central government MinistrY of

Human Resource DeveloPments,

and the govt. is giving sPecial
emphasis in the develoPment of

human resource. lt is the first duty

and resPonsibilitY of the Prsent
developing and aware nations to

develop human resource in all

aspect with the helP of Planned
policy and good thinking, otherwise

it will be impossible on tieir part to

compete with the devetoPed
nations. Commerce education
should be designed in such a way

that emphasis shourld be given on
vocationalisation, job-orientation

and training. The secondarY and

higher education authorities should

give more imPortance in making it

usable in practical field rather than

keeping it just theory subjecdt. The

revolution in information
technologty sector added a new

dimension in field of commeree
education. But the conventional
education sYstem does not cover

the subject in college and university

tevel. Therefore, it is the Prime
importance on the Part of govt. and

academicians to include the
subjects i.e. computer and its aliied

courses including the E-
Commerce, lnternet etc. in its
courses at the earliest Possible.

benefits, education to ehildren of
plantation workers, social security

measures like, Provident Fund,
Pension including familY Pension
schemes and gratuitY.

ln 1952 the e entral
Government Passed the Mines Act
19524 making provisions for health

safety and welfare measures for
mine workers of the countrY'

ln 1946 the Central
Government, enacted the Mica
Mines Labour Welfare Fund Act
1946 made elaborate welfare
aetivities to Mica mineworkers. For

this purPose a Fund was created

The Coal Mines Labour
Welfare Act 19475 was passed by
the Central Government in 1947
nnaking provisions for housing
accommodations and welfare
amenities for the coal mine,
workers in the whole country. For
such purpose a fund has been
created for financing the housing
and other welfare activities to the
coal mine workers in the country.

The Central Government
enacted the lron-ore [Vlines Labour
Welfare Cess Act 1961 on the
same pattern of Coal Mines l-abour
Welfare Fund Act 1947 and made
provisions for various welfare
amenities, like-health and safety to
workers housing accommodations
recreational facilities supply of
furnitures's and electricity.

The Merchant Shipping Act
1923 was arnended in 1948 making
welfare amenities for the seamen.
The National Welfare Board was
constituted for promoting welfare
activities to the seamen.

The lndian Railway Act

<Frw rda

1980, was enacted by the Central
Government making provision fon

constituti ng similar welfare Boards
for promotion of various welfare
activitieso for thein vast army of
labourers in the whole country. The
Railways maintained fully equipped
hospitals dispensaries housing
accommodations maternity and
child welfare centers scattered all
over the country. Apart from these
the lndian Railways offered a
number of other welfare amenities
like Co-operative credit societies,
leave travel concessions, water
supply electricity, pension, gratuityT

and so on.
The employees state

Insurance Act 1948 (i.e. Act 34 of
1948) was enacted by the parliament

in order to provide financial
assistance to suflerers who rnay
suffer due to any industrialaccident
that may took place either partial total

or any limb and the mode of
payments have been made
accordingly. Under this scheme
fivefold benefits have been provided

viz.{l) Sickness (2) Maternity (3)

It is no denYing that the
wrkers are the backbone of all
industries including tea plantations

of the countrY and aPart from

The State
Government have been realising
the importance and as such have
been making various welfare
activities and social securitY
provisions ina wide range of
subjects in conformitY with the
changing situations and provisions

both statutory and non-statutorY
from time to time as and when
necessity arises.
